How can my child
participate in Kreek Kids?

All children ages O through 4th grade are
invited to join us! Just enter the AC3 Educa-
tion Center where your family will be
greeted by our friendly Kreek Kids Check-In
Staff.

If you have a child age O to 3 years old,
you can go directly to the nursery as you will
receive a special nursery pager.

At Check-In, you will be asked to sign your
child into Kreek Kids. During check in, you
will add a matching number (or a pager #)
to your child’s name tag and also to your
pick up slip. Our matching number and
pager systems allow your child to be
checked in and out of Kreek Kids safely.

After the main service, feel free to take a
few minutes to enjoy a donut and a cup of
coffeel Please remember to pick up your
child promptly at the end of the day’s activi-
ties.

What policies do | need to
be made aware of?

v Children need to be signed in and out of

Kreek Kids by a parent or a responsible
adult.

v your child has a known food allergy or a

special medical need, please alert our
Check-In staff upon arrival.

v Registration Cards: You can fill out a regis-

tration card when you are ready to do so.
It can be as early as your first visit or you
may choose to wait a few months as your
family checks out AC3. All information is
kept confidential and used to identify birth-
days, health or security concerns and pro-
vides a way to help us keep you informed
of ministry updates.

v" We maintain Volunteer-to-Child Ratios.

Occasionally, we need parent helpers to
keep our classrooms SAFE and open or a
classroom may need to be temporarily
closed. This is done for the safety of our
children and our volunteers.

v AC3 maintains a website that posts a

variety of ministry pictures. NO children's
names or personal information will ever be
posted on our website! If you do not want
your child's picture posted, please fill out
an Internet Policy Form stating your request
and give it to one of our Check-In staff.
